Tony Kart Racing Team: 2nd round of the 2007 International Open Master – Ugento 20th, 21st and 22nd April
At the end of the second round of the Open Master, our Team gains another record, the leadership achievement in the KZ class team rating.
This result is the climax of a wonderful day lived by uncontested rulers in the shifter class, KZ, in which our standard-bearer Marco Ardigò centred a well-deserved double shot. Our drivers gained important results and proved themselves in KF2 category and in the queen of the direct drive classes, KF1, too.
Hot temperatures and the track conditions with a high grip made particularly hard our job in the second meeting of the Open Master, at the end of which the results are clear: two poles, KF1 and KZ, two victories and three podium. Our drivers, Catt and Stevens are firmly at the top of the ratings of KF1, KF2 and Ardigò springs to take the KZ lead.
On the track in Ugento our equipment passed an important exam, on a very gripped asphalt and the over 27 temperature grades, we had a little taste of what will wait for us in fifteen days for the first race of the European, on Ugento track again.
In all the finals, our colours played a leading role, in KF3 other Tony Kart drivers firmly fought by our side for the top positions.
In KF1 Gary Catt was not very lucky during the final 1, in which he arrived fifth.

The other English, James Calado exploited his kart in the best way, reaching the podium in both races, ever second.
In the second race, Gary Catt was the driver who accompanied Calado on the podium, having found a better set up, the English conserved the top of the rating after a very hard fight with the direct competitors in the Championship.
In KF2 things went bad for us, at the starting light of final one, Stevens and Da Costa, sprang from the third and fifth row, have been involved, against their will, in a crash triggered by the two drivers of the first row. We have been stunned by the double withdrawal in KF2, but the team reacted without getting demoralized. The karts, really damaged by the accident, took up the mechanics and the engineers during the break between the two races.
In race two, Will Stevens repaid us by the hard work with an excellent performance. From the backlines, the English started to recover, resolutely overtaking and fast lapping. This way he lied in wait for the winner. Stevens did the best lap with 56”223.
In the shifter class, what we already saw in the opening race in Sarno, repeated itself ever in a better way on the dry asphalt. Our chassis is well-balanced, it doesn’t stress particularly the tires and it is a perfect union with the Vortex RVX. Marco Ardigò topped it all racing perfectly in two races, with strategy, determination and speed. The victory is considered more and more important since our driver centred the pole and raced, in both races, always under the 54”!
Marcel Jeleniowski proved the material efficiency getting out off the bloody fray of the centre group and gaining important scores, both for himself and for the manufacturers rating.

I fought during some laps at the beginning, but when I reached again the head of the race, I fixed my rhythm and I took a little of 
margin, not so much as I took in race 1, but… Enough to enjoy the situation.
This week-end has been undoubtedly fantastic, I gained fifty scores and two victories and the pole, a good result for the Championship.”

“The first final was a very difficult and binding race, but I was confident, although it was very hot and it was very difficult not to make mistakes, but I reached the second position and I am satisfied because I was as fast as the first. 
For the second race, we made some changes on the chassis, useful also for the next race, the track in some points was a bit less difficult than the race 1, but… There was anyway a lot of grip. I tried to stay behind the first, but I didn’t manage to. Anyway, I am satisfied with the result and it doesn’t matter. Maybe next time will be better.”

“ I had gained a good result in the races with positive placing and optimal records, but in race 1, at the start, there was a crash and I cannot avoid it, I damaged the kart and I had to give up.

In the second final I started 24th, it went extremely well in comparison with the first one, because I arrived second, also the engine and the chassis helped me very much… Really excellent!

I fought in order to conquer positions, I made lots of overtakes and, once I arrived in 4th position, I have been trying to reach the third one… In the end, I reached the second position. Thanks to this result I extended my record in the rating with 20 scores. I have to thank Tony Kart and Vortex for their work and their help.”
